importance of duty and commitment to
many religions

know that following dharma (religious duty)
is an important part of Hindu life

suggest the impact of belief in dharma,
particularly the belief that there are three
‘debts’ — duty owed to God/the deities,
duty owed to teachers, and duty owed to
family
